· How people in North America view spirituality/God:

· Built on loving community

· It shouldn’t be focused on us, or the “program” per se

· Church requires a community

· Churches on campus:  A Baptist church, Saint Joseph’s, Anglican community, other student groups like navigators, Campus for Christ, etc.

· Not a big congregation, but rather small groups comparable to the Bible’s “house churches”.  Matt mentioned Solomon’s Colonnade as a larger church in the Bible

· Darryl:  The form follows the function

· Culture will be a part of the church, but not the focus of the church

· Matt:  Here on the U of A, we want to see church being unapologetically counter-cultural, but still cultural in the sense that we are relevant and integrated in the U of A and the lives of students at the U of A

· We don’t have to have our own “church version” of everything

· How can we build a movement of Jesus Followers like that here?!

· Steps we can take in the next few months / year…

· What if we had everyone that’s a leader in the student church have to be part of another group on campus?  Most people liked the idea.

· Make sure the leaders are passionate.  That passion will spill over onto other people.

· We need to do what we love to do, and use that as a form of worship.  That is the best way to connect to people.

· It would be a church, as in it is our home church (so to speak), but with the understanding that it lacks certain aspects of a church.  It will be a revolving door, and there will be no generational overlap, or families.

· The best way to do it formally, though, would be to have a legal title as a campus group, not a church

· Thomas suggested weekend

· Another suggestion was having both weekend and during the week meeting times

· David fears us falling into becoming another church that’s another service.  Darryl had some things to say in response to that in saying that we need to be committed as an identifiable group of people.

· Darryl and Tom agreed that there needs to be some form or structure to this church.

· Matt would like to see 

· A “flat” leadership team

· The leaders involved in non-church campus groups

· A weekly meeting

· Service idea from Matt

· Teaching

· Videos, etc.

· Sermonettes

· Video interview

· Highlight an interest group

· Highlight something like “how does spirituality play into your passion for science?”
